The Origins

Although CubeWerx was founded 
in 1996, its core team of engineers 
have been working together for 
well over 12 years, as they were 
members of a strategic research and 
business unit at Oracle, responsible 
for developing and bringing the 
Spatial Data Option (SDO), known 
originally as MultiDimension, to the 
market. 

A Vision Becomes 
Reality 

Global Geospatial Information 
Infrastructure requirements led 
CubeWerx to initially develop 
spatial data warehouse technology 
packaged into the CubeSTORÈ 
software product. 

Recognizing early on the importance 
of the Web and its impact on the 
Global Geospatial Information 
Infrastructure, CubeWerx focuses 
its efforts on the implementations 
of new Web services products, 
CubeSERVÈ, based on open 
specifications for accessibility, 
scalability and interoperability. 

Open Standards

Since 1996, CubeWerx has 
developed and released a number 
of SCOTS (Standard Commercial 
Off-The-Shelf software) products, 
based on non-proprietary 
specifications responding 
to Geospatial Information 
Infrastructure requirements.
